UNAFFILIATED EVENTER TRIALS

Saturday 1st March 2008

Well, the weather had another go at scuppering our plans, but like all good Brits, we battled on regardless!  Gale force winds that battered us all overnight were forecast to abate and with that in mind, the dressage start times were set from 10am and we got going on time.

The Training Section started first and this is proving to be popular.  Competitors can wear any appropriate clothing (ie they do not have to wear show gear) and their mounts can wear any bridle/bitting arrangement – including a martingale).  They do not have to perform the canters and may stay in trot through those movements.  It is intended for very nervous riders or very green horses to enable them to have a go without quite so much pressure.  From April we will be using the new specially designed British Dressage Walk/Trot test for this section.  

This time there was a clear winner in the shape of Jess Ward with Abbie who put the success down to sheer perseverance and a new saddle!  She also proved that the walk/trot test was a good idea when she moved to the other arena to perform the same test - but with the canter - and gained the lowest mark of the day!  Second place went to Emily Brown with Ben and 3rd to Carrie Woolgar with Timmy.

Over to the grass arena in the Restricted Intro Section where only one point separated 1st and 3rd places with the win going to Michelle Toynbee and Danby’s Flyer.  Second place was shared by Guy Mander with The Artful Dodger and Kim Potter with Potters Pleasure.

Back to the school for the Pre-Novices where the overall winner was Heather Owen with Millie heading the Open Section whilst the Restricted Section was taken by Jane Cox with Right Said Fred.  Sharing the same mark as Jane but in the Open section, equal 2nd place overall went to Sue Speed with Mr Kipling.

The Novices were a little thin on the ground today, however both competitors gained marks well into the 60%’s with Hayley Gill and Gralaska just pipping Sue Speed and Mr Kipling into second place.

Over to the Show Jumping Main Ring where the 75cm Triers class saw a speedy winning round from Guy Mander with The Artful Dodger making not only his mother gasp!  A close 2nd was 13 year old Josie Behl with Rocky and the fastest round of this section sadly dropped Siobhan Pennelegion and Cormac to 3rd place after they just tipped the first part of the double.

Local speed demon, Sea Brooke Bay, ably piloted by Jane Courtney proved unbeatable in the 85cm class.  Mum, Kim, had to hold her breath again as 2nd and 3rd places went to sister and brother Lucia and Guy Mander with Sam and The Artful Dodger respectively.

Faults rained thick and fast in the remaining three classes where 1st place went to the only clear round.  The 95cm was again a win for the prolific Sea Brook Bay and Jane Courtney whilst the 1.05m class went to Hayley Gill with Gralaska.  Hayley also contested the final class – the 1.15m - and just tipped a pole coming out of the double.  Joanna Smith with Port Philip Girl only had to go clear to win.  Sadly they however picked up 8 faults to finish 2nd.

Throughout the afternoon, the cross country course was opened as a “take your own line” training and fun round where the course was marked for direction, but competitors could choose which obstacles they wished to take following a course walk.  

Thanks as always goes to officials and helpers as well as competitors for making these days so enjoyable for everyone.  We hope to be able to start the next show without the frost, fog or gales and look forward to seeing you all again soon.  We wish everyone a happy and successful 2008!
