SHOW JUMPING

All our events are intended to encourage riders and their equines at all levels.  

Courses will be straightforward, flowing and the course heights given will be maximum for that class.  Only two obstacles on each course will be at max height.

Horses and ponies will jump the same courses set at horse distances 

but ponies may be placed separately at the judge’s discretion (subject to entries)

From 11.15am:

All entries taken on the day

Entry fees - £7.00 per class

A charge of £2 per competitor will be made towards the cost of first aid cover

A late entry surcharge of £2 will be levied for class entries made after the sheets have left the secretary’s caravan

Max height 95cm (3’2”) – no restrictions

Max height 1.05m (3’6”) – no restrictions

INTERMEDIATE 

Max height 1.15m (3’9”) – no restrictions

Eagle Moor is situated approximately 2 miles off the A46 between Lincoln and Newark.  At the Whisby Crossroads opposite the Pride of Lincoln pub, take the turn signposted to Whisby and Eagle, past Whisby Water and Garden Centre entrance on the left.  Follow this road for approx two miles.  There are some farm buildings at the top of a gentle rise on the left, some former council houses to your right, then you will see a sign saying you are in EAGLE MOOR.  The road bends to the left, indicate right and our entrance is on your right, just around the bend, after the cream coloured house with four chimney pots on the roof, under the telephone wires at the end of the hedge line.  

There is good access to plenty of flat level parking and, as the land is sandy, the going is almost always good! 

CONDITIONS OF ENTRY

The Organisers are not responsible for any accident, injury, damage or any other loss to horses, riders, owners, spectators or any other persons or property.

2
Hard hats to the minimum standard of EN 1384 or PAS015 or preferably ASTM F1163, correctly adjusted and FASTENED, must be worn AT ALL TIMES by riders both during competition and whilst working in.  Failure to abide by this rule will result in elimination from the competition as a whole.

The Organisers reserve the right to alter or omit any class: refuse entry: alter prizes/money being dependent on entries.

The Judges’ decisions are to be final.

5
Any objections must be made within 30 minutes of the end of the class to the Secretary, in writing and accompanied by a deposit of £10, which may be refunded if the objection is upheld.

These fields are all used for turnout – including the parking areas.  Game birds and sheep are reared nearby and we have been asked not to encourage dogs onto the venue.  ANY DOGS SHOULD BE KEPT ON A SHORT NON-EXTENDING LEAD AT ALL TIMES.  If your dog fouls, please clean up after it.  We would also appreciate you not “skipping out” onto the field as we have to clean it away afterwards!  Please also take care not to leave litter in the fields and use the bins provided or preferably take it home with you!  Thank you for your kind assistance.

Unless otherwise stated, ages will be taken as on the day.  Juniors are 15 years and under, seniors 16 years and over.  Ridden horses/ponies must be at least 4 years of age.

In the event of cancellation of the entire competition for whatever reason, entries may be carried forward to the next event, cheques returned if SAE provided, or full refunds given if entries paid by cash.  

We hold events and training days throughout the year - watch out for more schedules in tack shops and at other shows or send us a stamped, addressed envelope.
